Notes: 
Leaders may wear plain blue jeans or navy tracksuit bottoms to Unit meetings and non-
public events but not for formal occasions.  
Runners may be worn with trousers and shoes should be navy, brown or black. Tights 
should be unpatterned natural, navy or barely black.  
Jewellery should not be excessive.  
Commissioners can wear a Silver Trefoil.  
The President’s Woggle (for 10-years service) may be worn on the neckerchief. 

Badges 
The Trefoil pin must be worn by all enrolled Leaders and Commissioners.  Pin badges may only be 
worn on the official badge tab. This should be worn on the right side of the top, in line with the logo.  
A maximum of four of the following badges may be worn on the tab: 
Trefoil, Warrant Pin, World badge, CIGA pin, Service Badge, Trainer Bar, Camp/Holiday 
Qualification.  If preferred the Trefoil may be worn on the scarf/neckerchief.   

Commissioners and Chairmen of Branches should wear their name/title badges and may also wear 
the official badge tab.  
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
